                  NOTICE OF RACE
1. THE ORGANIZING AUTHORITY
The Organizing Authority (OA) will be the Long Beach Yacht Club (LBYC).
2. VENUE
   The venue will be Long Beach, California, USA.
3. EVENT GRADING
The event has applied for an ISAF Grade 2 Women’s event.  This grading is subject to review by the ISAF Match Race Rankings Sub-Committee. The event may be re-graded when there is clear reason to do so.
4. PROVISIONAL PROGRAM
4.1
(a) 
The race office opens Wednesday, July 18th at 0900 for registration and weigh in.

(b)
Registration, crew weighing and boat draw will be from 0900 until 1000 on July 18.

(c)
Practice sailing will be from noon until 1600 on July 18th.
(d) Skipper’s first briefing will be at Shoreline Marina on July 18th at 1700.
(e) First meeting with the umpires will follow the first briefing.
(f) Racing days will be from July 19 to 21, 2007.
(g) Daily Skippers meeting will be held.  Location to be determined.
(h) The prize giving will be held at approximately 1900 on July 21.
(i) The OA will provide accommodations for invited teams beginning July 17.
(j) Transportation from accommodations to the regatta and regatta functions will be provided.

Unless excused by the OA, the following is mandatory:

(a)
Completion of weigh in by July 18, at 1000.

(b)
The daily skippers briefing.
(c) The prize giving for all skippers.

(d) All social events.
5. SKIPPERS ELIGIBILITY
(a)
Eight (8) women skippers will be invited.  Only women skippers invited by the OA will be eligible to enter this event.
(b)
The registered skipper shall helm the boat at all times while racing, except in an emergency.

(c)
All competitors shall meet the eligibility requirements of ISAF regulation 19.2.
(e) All competitors shall obtain an ISAF Sailor ID by registering online at www.sailing.org/isafsailor. 

(f) To remain eligible a skipper shall confirm acceptance of invitation in writing (fax or email is acceptable) to be received by April 1, 2007.
6. ENTRIES  
6.1       The skipper shall be entered upon completion of registration, crew weighing                          and payment of the damage deposit.

6.2      There will be no entry or charter fee incurred by the competitor.
6.3
Damage Deposit
(a)
An initial damage deposit of US$2,500.00 shall be paid at registration. The deposit is the maximum payable by the skipper as the result of any one incident.
(b) Damage will be assessed by the OA.
(c) If occurrences or an accumulation of losses and/or damage in one day exceeds the US$2,500.00 deposit the skipper at fault shall restore the deposit to its original amount, plus any losses above the original deposit, by 2000 on the day she is notified of the deficiency.  Payment shall be made before the skipper will be permitted to continue in the event. 
(d)
Any remaining deposit after the event will be refunded within 30 days after the event, minus the costs of any yacht damage or other costs incurred and left unpaid, for which the OA deems the skipper to be responsible.
7. RULES
7.1

The following rules shall govern the event:
(a)
The event will be governed by the rules as defined in the current ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) including Appendix C, Match Racing Rules.
(b) The rules for the handling of boats (see Appendix 1 of the sailing instructions) will apply and will also apply to any practice sailing. 
(c) The sailing instructions will include the US SAILING prescriptions to rules 68 and 76.1 These may be viewed at www.ussailing.org.  No other US SAILING prescriptions will apply.
 

8. BOATS AND SAILS

(a)
The event will be sailed in 37’ Catalina-type boats.

(b)
Eight (8) boats will be provided.
(c)
The following sails will be provided for each boat: Mainsail, Genoa, Spinnaker and Spare Spinnaker.
(d)
Boats will initially be allocated by draw, and then rotated at the end of each racing day thereafter.
(e)
All flags provided with boats shall stay with boats and will not rotate with skipper.
9. CREW
(a)
The number of women crew (including the skipper) shall be seven (7).  All registered crew shall sail all races.
(b)
The maximum total crew weight, determined before racing shall be 476kg (1050 pounds) when wearing at least shirts and shorts. 

(c)
When a registered skipper is unable to continue in the event the OA may authorize a 

substitute, temporary substitute or other adjustment.
(d)
When a registered crewmember is unable to continue in the event the OA may authorize a substitute, temporary substitute or other adjustment.
10. EVENT FORMAT
(a) The intended format is a double round robin.

(b) The OA may change the format, terminate or eliminate any round when conditions do not permit the completion of the intended format.
11. COURSE
(a)
The course will be windward/leeward with starboard roundings, finishing downwind.  

(b)
The intended course area will be inside (north of) the Long Beach Breakwater.
12. ADVERTISING

(a) 
As boats and equipment are provided by the OA, ISAF regulation 20.3.2 applies.
(b) 
Competitors may be required to wear clothing or a logo of an event sponsor while racing.
(c)
Boats shall not be permitted the right to protest for infringements of any rules regarding advertising.  This changes rule 60.1
13. PRIZES
(a)
The principal prize will be an automatic invitation to the 2007 Ficker Cup.  The winner’s name will be engraved on the Mayor’s Cup Perpetual Women’s Match Racing Trophy with suitable take-home trophies for the top four skippers and crews.
14. MEDIA, IMAGES AND SOUND
The OA may require television personnel and equipment (or dummies) to be carried on board while racing and may require competitors to be available for interviews.  The OA shall have the right to use any images and sound recorded during the event free of any charge.
15. COACH BOATS


No coach boats will be allowed.

18. INVITATIONS
